Purpose. Our goal is to help migrant children experience success in school.

Our mission statement reads, “To ensure that all enrolled migrant students
receive educational services necessary 1o develop to their fullest potential so that
they become productive and participating members of our society.”

Identification and recruitment. The Recruiter Coordinator and five Recruiters
work in collaboration with school districts, growers, employers, local businesses,
community agencies and social services to identify families who qualify for
Migrant Education services.

. Data services. The Data Specialist and two data clerks work closely with the PA
MEP data team fo help maintain the PA migrant student database, from which
student demographic and academic information can be obta[ned and used to
deS|gn supportlve services. :

Student support services. Eleven full-time and approximately 100 part-time
Student Support Specialists (SSSs) offer supportive programming beginning with

“on-campus and in-home pre-school sessions that focus on early literacy and
numeracy development and 'school readiness skills. The §SSs offer after-school,
Saturday and summer supplemental K-12 programming with activities that
emphasize reading, math, science, ESL, art, and music. In-Chester County, we
collaborate with La Comunidad Hispana to offer GED in Spanish, ESL classes,
computer literacy classes and a competitive soccer league for our 17-21 year-old
out-of-school youth population..

Parent involvement. Two Parent Involvement Coordinators work to assure that
the parents of our Migrant Education students become and remain active
participants in the school lives of their children. The Parent Coordinators assist
families with school registrations, attend parent information sessions at the
schools, and offer workshops on topics such as cyber safety good nutrition, and
services available in the community. :

Locations. The Southeastern PA MEP serves migrant families in Philadelphia,
Montgomery, Bucks, Delaware and Chester Counties. The majority of migrant
workers in Philadelphia work in meat and vegetable packing. In Norristown, the -
migrant workers work in nurseries/greenhouses or do meat or vegetable packing.
Mushroom farming provides 88% of the work for mlgrant workers in Southern

Chester County.

Identificacién y reclutamiento. El Coordinador de Reclutamiento y cinco Reclutadores trabajan en
colaboracién con los distritos escolares, preductores agricolas, empleadores, negocios locales, agencias
comunales y servicios sociales para identificar a las familias que son elegibles para recibir servicios de
Educacion para Inmigrantes,

Servicios de Informética. El especialista en informatica y dos asistentes trabajan conjuntamente con el
equipo de datos del Programa de Educacién para Inmigrantes del Estado de Pennsylvania, con el propésito de
salvaguardar la base de datos de los estudiantes inmigrantes de Pennsylvania de la cual se puede obtenery
utilizar informacién demografica de los estudiantes para disefiar servicios de apoyo apropiados.

Servicios de apoyo al estudiantes. El programa cuenta con once Especialistas de Apoyo al Estudiante que
trabajan a tiempo completo y seésenta Especialistas de Apoyo al Estudiante que trabajan a medio tiempo.
Ellos ofrecen programas de apoyo de aprendizaje que empiezan desde la edad pre-escolar tanto en el
establecimiento educativo como en la casa con sesiones que se enfocan en el aprendizaje temprano del
alfabeto para la preparacién de la lectura y la escritura, el desarrollo de la comprension de los ntimeros y las
habilidades que preparan al nifio para la escuela. Los Especialistas de Apoyo al Estudiante ofrecen programas
de apoyo complementario desde Kindergarten hasta el 122 Grado con actividades que enfatizan el
aprendizaje de lalectura, matematicas, ciencias; inglés como segunda lengua, arte, y misica. Los programas
de apoyo de aprendizaje se llevan a cabo después de la escuela asi como también los sdbados y durante el
verano. Nosotros trabajamos en colaboracion con Ja Comunidad Hispana proporcionando clases en espafiol
para ia obtencién del certificado de ba'ichillerato{GED}, clases de inglés como segunda lengua, clases de
computacién y también se ha logrado formar una liga de fiitbol para los estudiantes de 17 a 21 afios de edad

que estan fuera de la escuela.

Participacion de los padres de familia. Contamos con dos Coordinadores de Participacién de Padres de
Familia que trabajan para asegurar que los padres de familia de los estudiantes de Educacion de Inmigrantes
se conviertan en participantes activos a través de toda la vida escolar de sus hijos. Los Coordinadores de
Participacién de Padres de Familia ayudan a las familias a inscribir a los nifios en la escuela, asistir a las
sesiones de informacidn de las escuelas. Los Coordinadores también preparan talleres a cerca de temas como
la seguridad cibernética o del internet, buena nutricidn y servicios ofrecidos en la comunidad.

Ubicacién. El Programa de Educacién para Inmigrantes del Sur Este de Pennsylvania atiende a las familias
en los condados de Filadelfia, Bucks, Montgomery y Delaware. Los trabajadores en Filadelfia trabajan en
viveros o compaiiias de semillas 0 realizan trabajos de un dia cosechando fresas, arandanos, tomates y otros
productos en New Jersey. En Norristown, los trabajadores inmigrantes trabajan en viveros/invernaderos o
empaquetando carne u hortalizas. El cultivo de hongos proporciona 98% del trabajo para trabajadores
inmigrantes en el Sur del Condado de Chester.

KNOWN FACTS

Eligibility:

Migrant Children are those (ages 3 to 21) whose parents
or guardians have moved from one school district to
another within the last three years to obtain temporary
or seasonal work in agriculture or related activities.

Migrant workers are employed in dalry farms, poultry
farms, and in agricultural industries which process
vegetables, fruit, poultry, and beef, in our project areas.

|dentification and Recruitment:

Trained migrant recruiters work in partnership with the
communities they are assigned to in order to identify
migrant families.

Recruiters explain the program and services and
determine eligibility as defined by federal regulations.

Once signatures are obtained on a Certification of
Eligibifity (COE), enroliment begins.

Students Services:

Migrant Staff {Student Support Specialist} offer
educational and support services for young people ages
3-21. School district and inter- agency coordination help
provide information and additional services. Our staff
provides instructional help through home visits, referrals
to existing programs, mini-campus lessons and also
refers families to the local agencies for additional
support services.

Parental Involvement:

This is a key to our program. Parents are encouraged to
help organize, implement and evaluate the programs
within our areas at all levels {local, state national)
through Parent Action Committees {PACs).

Migrant Data Services:

Identified migrant children are enrolled in a migrant
student’s data system that maintains and transmits their
current educational and health records on a Needs
Assessment. This system assists teachers in grade
placements of migrant children, prevents duplication of
services and is used as an evaluation instrument of
needs and direction of services.

Summer Programs:

Our summer program offers language development
activities through content based curriculum that
enhances basic and advanced skills, in individualized and
group learning settings with a researched best practice
approach. We target 95 to 100% of our Migrant
population. '

MIGRANT EDUCATION

The Lincoln Intermediate Unit No. 12 Migrant Education Program (LIUMEP) provides supplemental education
 services for children of migratory farm workers in 30 counties in central Pennsylvania: Adams, Allegheny, Arm-
strong, Bedford, Blair, Cambria, Cameron, Centre, Clarion, Clearfield, Clinton, Cumbedand, Dauphin, Elk, Fayeite,
Forest, Franklin, Fultor, Greene, Huntingdon, Indiana, Jefferson, Juniata, Lebanon, Mifflin, Perty, Somerset,
Washington, Westmoteland and York. LIU Migrant Education Programs ate funded through federal monies under
Title I Section C and specific state funds which are,
offered on a limited basis.

| ELIGIBILITY LIU Migrant Education Pro-
 grams serve children whose parents/guardians have
| moved in search of seasonal or temporary agricultural
' employment and have moved across school disttict or
tate boundaries within the last three years. The pri-
mary agricultural industties in our area include the
¢ seasonal harvest of apples, cherries, peaches dnd as-
! sorted other fruits. We also have an abundance of
| poultry and beef processors as well as vegetable pro-
ducers; dairy farms; egg producets; seasonal aursery
stock growers and Chiistmas tree growers. Our pro-
grams for students and their parents operate year-
round and work closely with local school districts,
community-based organizations and institutions of
higher education in order to sustain highly effective
services with great expectations and even greater outcomes for our migrant students.

Eligible children must be 0-21 years and have not yet graduated from high school in the United States.
IDENTIFICATION & RECRUITMENT SUPPORTIVE SERVICES

Specially trained program recruiters locate, identify, and enxoll eligible migrant children. They disseminate useful
information about local resources and provide follow-up supportive services as needed. A very detailed entollment
process takes place which requites parental or guardian permission/signatures and verification of eligible employ-
ment. Migrant Education services do not seek information regarding legal status of parents ot students. This type
of inquity is prohibited under federal law (Plyler v. Doe, 1982) and also applies to public education settings in the
United States. It is important to know that assigning migrant eligibility t0 a student can only be provided through
designated Migrant Education recruitment staff and the state office.

LIUMEP and ESL

DATA SYSTEMS MSIX and MIS2000 ate two different data
bases which allow for the input of data regarding the migrant students
and the sharing of such among states and other schools. There are ex-
treme safeguards which are instituted in order to protect student and
family confidendality. Our data specialisis can generate student listings
for schools in a secure network and assist in identifying students for the
Free and Reduced Lunch Program as well as other eligible services.

| EDUCATIONAL SERVICES

* Student Support Specialists and Student Support
Specialist Assistants— advocate for migrant students attending
schools and alternative educational setiings. Supplemental educational
assistance may be offered in small groups ot individual instruction out-
side of school hours. These staff members ate the key contacts for in- gl
structional services in our Prel(-12 programs. Student Support Special- 5 ;
ists ate responsible for planning and implementing our regular and sum- &
mer term instructional services.

* Contracted Day Care/Preschool Programs— LIUMEP may g @
contract with existing services within various communities to provide quality childcare via registered Family & Group Day
Care Homes and licensed Preschool Centers for eligible children on a temporary basis.

% Preschool Centers — Adams County Opportunity Center, (Keystones Stars 2)— licensed by the PA Department
of Public Welfare, serves children ages 3-5 in a seasonal program that operates full tdme July October near Bendersville, PA.
The Center provides a developmentally appropriate, interactive environment that promotes socizl, emotional, physical, lan-
guage, and cognitive development. Monihly evening family activities and home visits promote interaction and understanding
between home and “school” environments.

* Summer School of Excellence Program— is a campus-based school, designed for migrant children, ages 4 to 21.
This program exists in Adams, Franklin, Dauphin, Juniata, Yotk and Lebanon counties. Summer programs promote aca-
demic achievement, English language acquisition, healthy living choices, cultural competence, and explore career oppostuni-
ties and skills necessary for futute employment. Most summer programs opetate for 2 minimum of four weeks or 120 hours
of instructional time, A

#A frer-School Tatorials and Enrichments Programs— are designed for migrant students in K-12th grade. These
programs offer supplemental educational support through partnerships with school districts or chartet schools and the assis-
tance of additional programming such as high school peer tutors and college studexnts,

* Student Empowerment and Leadership Programs— are provided through partnership with colleges and universi-
ties to offer migrant students exposure to campus life and to encourage them to prepate for higher educational opportuni-
ties. Middle and high school students receive varied overviews of academic programming which emphasize leadership, self
awateness, global learning and career paths for the future when the students are invited to participate in leadership activides
at Close Up for New Americans, Thaddeus Stevens College in Lancastet, Gettysbutg College, Messiah College, Lebanon
Valley College, Penn State University, Misericordia University and Ametican University.

* CAMP (College Assistance Migrant Program)— offers migrant students financial and academic aid to attend Penn
State University. CAMP students receive individual gnidance and support to insure academic success for future career op-
portunities. o 7

* Parent Center/ METCAF/ESL Adult Classes— LIUMEP Parent Centers in Gettysburg and Chambezsburg offer
the METCAF (Migrant Education Technological Center for Adults and Families) programming in collaboration with the
Department of Foreign Relations of Mexico and other organizations. Adult ESL instruction is offered to migrant parents in
conjunction with computer education. METCAF provides educational services through the computer laboratory with access
to internet, counseling; and other resources. In addidon, our centers setve as meeting locations for focused presentations
from community agencies:and school district personnel.

* Out of School.Youth (OSY) or migrant young adults who have not graduated from a school in the
United States— :’;i;é 'p'r@'\_{i_cléd with in-home English lessons, daily living skills, group presentations, regional resource list-
ings, and CDs for sustattied learning as they travel. While many of the OSY ate here primarily to wotk, support is offered
for these young adults;to return to school ot attend GED classes in order to enhance their employment while here in the
USA. The OSY populationis often the most “invisible” of the population and MEP strives to provide meaningful services
that meet their work schedules as well as offer a low stress learning environment — often on site in the labor camp itself.
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* In-Home Educators— work with migrant children and their parents to promote the child’s educatignaldswlopmash Toc
and to enhance parenting skills in order to support learning for their children and themselves. This service is offered to
families enrolled in Migrant Education and our 21st Century Community Learning Program.

215t CENTURY COMMUNITY LEARNING GRANT The 215t CCLG, a federal supplemental funding source,
serves students in after-school and sammer programs. Qur current program, PASOS, focuses on students who are currently
migrant students, former migrant students and/or English Language Learners in Grades 7-12 in Adams County. The goals
of the 215t Century PASOS program ate to (1) improve students’ academic pérformance, (2) to assist students with college
connections and preparations for admissions and (3) reduce negative behaviors such as truancy and disciplinary infractions.
In additon to yeat-round academic programs, students ate offered college visitations, field trips which are standards based;
physical education including a structured soccer camp; and opportunities for interactions with arts and music.

ENGLISH AS A SECOND LANGUAGE English as a Second Language (ESL) Instraction is available to school
districts, charter schools, alternative education schools, non-public and ptivate schools on a contractual basis. Children are
screened for their English language proficiency upon public school entollment. Students who are identified as English Lan-
guage Learners (ELLs) receive ESL instiucrion during the school day with specific focus on acquiring English in the four
domains of listening, speaking, reading and writing. School districts, chatter schools and alternative education programs are
required to offer ESL instructon as part of Cugriculum and Instruction Programs. ESL instruction provides ELLs with equal
access and opportunities to all educational and extracurricular programming within the scheol setting,

TITLE III PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT Tide III funds serve school districts and agencies, via a consor-
tum agreement, in the provision of quality staff training for those who teach or work with English Language Tearners. Na-
tonally known presentets provide relevant, research-based training for teachers, counselors, administrators, community
agencies and patents. In addition, our staff developer provides on site and “case specific” interventions fot consortium
member school districts, charter schools and vocational schools.

SPECIAL GRANTS The Lincoln Intermediate Unit Migrant and ESL Programs have historically been leaders with in-
novative grants and programs, often serving as prototypes for national initiatives. Title VII Professional Development - Pro-
ject Adelante (1998-2003), Migrant Even Start (1990-2004), the PA Refugee Student Grants (2001, 2002), Adams County
Azrts Council STAR Grants (2001- present), Cultural Alliance Grants (2006- present) Juniata 21st Century Community
Learning Grant {2003-2007) and 21st Century Community Learning Grants (2007-present) are our most recent ventures.
These. granis represent community pattnerships and expanded services to students and their families within the Common-
wealth.

HEALTH SERVICES LIUMEP provides health education and a variety of optons for healthy living for our clients. In
recent years, we have partnered with Wellspan Health to provide on site career development opportunities for high school
students; presentations to under-served populations in the area of childhood vaccinations, cancer prevention and screening;
preventative health measures such as flu shots; diabetes checks and obesity counseling, The program also provides informa-
tion about community health providers such as Wellspan, Mission of Mercy, State Health Department, and Keystone Mi-
grant Health. These frontline providers offer health services including physicals, immunization, flu shots, routine health
care, and medications. LIUMEP helps to coordinate healih services via referrals from. school districts, community agencies
throughout our geographical region, and parental requests for assistance.

NUTRITIONAL SERVICES LIUMEP pardcipates in the Child & Adult Cate Food Program and the Summer Food
Setvice Program, offering nuiritions meals and snacks to students aitending directly operated centers, campus-based summer
programs, and aftez-school tutorial programs. National guidelines are followed to ensure that fruit & vegetables, dairy prod-
ucts, proteins and grains are incladed in our daily meals.
